This dancer, who at the end of
the night got a roaring ovation, has one leg amputated, which
you would never be able to think was an impediment for him
because he was as good, if not better, than some of the other
dancers.

We are his canvas that he uses to express to the
world at large what a wondrous love is given to all of us
should we choose to accept it.

That night, above all, taught me that if that young man could
be living out his passion in front of 15,000 people, imagine
what all of us could do waking up to the gift that is to have
every limb in our body. Let us all channel our spirituality a
little more every day, and let the gratitude within our hearts
guide us to be open to more love, to more compassion, and
to walk through life knowing that the being who made us
instilled within us the drive to be remarkable human beings.

“When he came to Nazareth, where he had
been brought up, he went tothe synagogue on
the sabbath day, as was his custom. He stood up
toread, and the scroll of the prophet Isaiah was
given to him. He unrolled the scroll and found
the place where it was written:

‘The Spiritof the Lord is upon me, because
he has anointed me_to bring good news to the
poor. He has sent me to proclaim release to the
captives-and recovery of sight to the blind, to let
the oppressed go free, to proclaim the year of
the Lord’s favor.’

And he rolled up the scroll, gave it back to
the attendant, and sat down. The eyes of all in
the synagogue were fixed on him. Then he began
to say-to-them, ‘Today this scripture has been
[ulfilled in your hearing.”” - Luke 4:16-21

The  message Jesus -delivered <in- Nazareth at the
inauguration of his ministry, is -at its heart a deeply
spiritual one. He is speaking to his hometown folks
about the nature of God and who we are and can become
in-relationship to God. Still, it is<a spiritual message
with radical implications forall the areas of our real
lives,  body, soul, and ‘community.  For Jesus was
proclaiming that he came to restore the image of God
withinus which-has become dimmedand broken, to
give us eyes to see that image anew, to free the image
from the prison of our fears; to break whatever chains of
oppression that are worn by anyone created in God’s
1mage, and to-announce that the time has come for the
people to live mto the fullness of who they were created
to be.

I'believe that part of the reason that Nazareth did not
recognize the Christ in Jesus was rooted in. this lost
sense- of the “image of God within- them- and  their
neighbors. They had internalized their oppression: They
had accepted the labels that others had place upon them.
They had come to believe those who said “How can
anything good come from Nazareth?”..“Whe does he
think he 15?7, they may have thought, “he’s just like us.
He’s justa Nazarene. He’s just a carpenter’ ‘s son. We
know his family. What’s so special about him? He’s just
like us>"" but then, isn’t that the point? That God came
in just a Nazarene, in.someone like us; Emanuel - God
with usto restore the divine image within us; Emanuel -
the power to redeem and heal and liberate come to us
where we are? The question for us then, dear brothers

When it comes to healing and
wholeness for the oppressed and abused parts of the
world and the oppressed and abused parts of our selves,
Jesus is saying “I am the carpenter and the Holy Spiritis
the architect..” The miracle of Jesus healing ministry
was that he was able to see the wounded whole. This
was the vision brought by the Spirit’s-annointing. This
is the prophetic vision he quoted and claimed. And this
1s the gift the Holy Spirit seeks to bring to.the church -
the ability to visualize the wholeness of those around us
and the soul withinus-and to live and act toward that
wholeness.
